ABOUT THE McAULEY BOYS

The McAuley Boys is a R&B/Pop vocal group from London, Ontario with a recording and
performance career that spans over three decades since the four brothers began singing at local
events when they were kids. The McAuley Boys first full length CD Wonderful Christmas Time,
released in 1995, became the second highest successful holiday album release behind Bryan
Adams. Their first original studio aloum, In Another Lifetime received a JUNO nomination for
Best Soul/R&B Album of the Year in 1997. The McAuley Boys' third aloum, My Heaven, included
two top selling singles, “My Heaven” and “By The Way", that made it to the MuchMusic Playlist.
They recently released their first single in 20 years, | Can’t Wait To See You Smile.

The McAuley Boys have performed with the likes of ‘The God Father of Soul’, James Brown,

‘The Queen of Soul’, Aretha Franklin, Gladys Knight, the Temptations and many others. Notable
performances include singing the Canadian National Anthem at the 1997 Major League

Baseball All-Star Game, performing on the ‘97 Juno Awards, and representing Canada as ‘
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music ambassadors at the 2000 Summer Olympic Games in Sydney, Australia. In 2012, The
McAuley Boys were awarded Queen Elizabeth II's Diamond Jubilee Medal for their achievements
in music and service to their community.

Each of the brothers has established a highly successful career. Randy and Mark are lawyers.
Randy is a partner at Goodmans LLP in Toronto and Mark practices at Lerners LLP in London.
George is Vice-Principal of Regina Mundi Catholic College in London. In March 2023, he received
Queen Elizabeth II's Platinum Jubilee Medal for his achievements in music and his anti-racism
work in the community. Gary continues to produce music and is an entrepreneur actively
involved with several tech and music start-ups.

ABOUT SCOTT GOOD

Scott Good is a composer, conductor, concert designer and trombonist whose music is

driven by the desire to create beauty, evoke emotion, and play with groove. As Composer-In-
Residence with London Symphonia (2015-present) and the Vancouver Symphony (2008-2011),
he has composed numerous orchestral works and orchestral arrangements. He is currently
collaborating with the R&B quartet, The McAuley Boys, to create a mixed program of pop-
infused arrangements alongside classical masterpieces for a winter season spectacular with
London Symphonia and choir. Upcoming projects for the orchestra include the premiere of
Lasker-Schuler Songs for rising star soprano Midori Marsh and London Symphonia (2024), and
two silent film scores: The Passion of Joan of Arc for a mixture of voices and period instruments
to be premiered by Ensemble Caprice in Montreal in 2026, and a two-and-a-half hour score
for large orchestra and chorus to the epic silent film classic Metropolis with the Kingston
Symphony, celebrating the film’'s 100th anniversary (2027).

With a belief in the power of art to enable cathartic events, he has worked with a rich
community of musicians, orchestras, ensembles, choreographers, actors, and artists to create
intense, meaningful live performance experiences. His music has been described as “a kind of
majestic bestial reality” (Globe and Mail), “gloriously cacophonic” (Ottawa Citizen), “sumptuously
orchestrated” (Montreal Gazzette), and “dynamic, vivid" (Winnipeg Free Press).
